“a. Each team will be responsible for bringing an extension cord and a reliable
appliance-crock pot, hot plate, etc.-for heating the chili. Electrical outlets will be
provided. Be sure to reserve two (2) cups for judges.

“a. Sampling will take place from 12noon-2pm. Judging will take place at 1pm.
