DESCRIPTION

EVALUATION

Four exams plus a final are scheduled for the semester (see class schedule).  Each exam will include multiple-choice, short-answer, and essay questions.  The final is comprehensive.





A non-mandatory term paper should be based on a Bioethical Focus issue from your textbook (it contains 18 Bioethical Focus issues).  Write a five-page paper on this issue.  Explain the issue from both the pro and the con sides, then pick a side and write an argument for this side.  You will not be graded for the side you take, only the thoroughness and logical thinking you apply to cover the subject.  Grammar, spelling, and presentation may have some impact on your grade.
